My parents were over for Thanksgiving dinner and before the pumpkin pie was 
served, the conversation turned strangely surreal.  My father saw a leashed toddler in 
the mall and thought it was a good idea. He also stated there should be a way to im-
plant a GPS device in children, like they do with pets, to keep track of them.  

At this point of the meal, I was checking the alcohol content of the wine be-
cause this is the same man who drove three kids, unbelted, in the backseat of his cov-
eted 1968 Rambler. He also insisted I walk to school; every day from kindergarten 
until I was a junior in high school. Now, it wasnõt the Bataan death march, but it was 
a couple miles, rain or shine. Supposedly to build my character. My youth was spent 
untethered and incommunicado. I called him on both points and his response was, 
òTimes are different now.ó  

Alright, Pops. I will grant you that parenting in the early 21st century brings 
challenges that were unheard of in the 1970õs. Consequently, the parenting pendulum 
has swung from a time when walking to school was the norm to the present where 
only a handful of students hit the streets when the last bell rings.  

 Time magazine just published an article advocating a return to the days when 
parents operated from a simpler approach to raising their children. (Gibbs, 2009) Are 
we part of the over-parenting generation? 

We are all familiar with the term òhelicopter parentó; those adults acting in 
the best interest of their children, but who hover over every aspect of their childõs 
day. These parents park their children in front of Baby Einstein videos, insist on only 
macrobiotic cupcakes and photograph their kids before school each morning. That 
way, if they are kidnapped, the police have an accurate description of what the child 
was wearing.

After reading the article and recalling my own upbringing, I was pretty sure 
my own parenting style could not be characterized as over bearingéright?  

After all, I only superficially regulate what my children eat, show little sympa-
thy to Caroline when she complains about walking ½ mile from the bus stop and 
(courageously, I might add) allow Maddie to take the light rail and RTD bus to LHS 
on PLC days.  

On the other hand, Lynn and I are all over them about school: 
òWhereõs your homework?ó  
òGet reading!ó  
òYouõre getting a math tutoréó  
òGet that backpack organized!ó  
Additionally, there arenõt many options for extracurricular activities in the 

Montgomery home - except that you will be participating in whatever Dad signs you 
up for and it is always the season for soccer, swimming, dance or basketball.  

OMG - I do hover! Am I raising my children to be anxious, unadventurous 
burn outs?  That is certainly not my goal, but there is not a great deal of free time in

 Last month was American Diabetes Month.  
When I read over the newsletter from the National Dia-

23.6 million Americans have been diagnosed with diabe-
tes. (7.8%) 
 
177,000 people 20 and under have this disease. 
 
Because of increasing obesity rates, Type 2  diabetes is 
becoming more common among young people when it 
used to affect  those over the age of 45. 
 
 Insulin is the hormone which helps change glu-
cose into energy. Diabetes is a disease in which insulin is 
low, or your body does not process insulin correctly. The 
result is high levels of glucose (blood sugar) in the blood 
stream.  The effect of continued high blood sugar dam-
ages nerves and blood vessels which can lead to: heart 
disease, stroke, kidney disease, blindness, nerve prob-
lems, gum infections, and amputations. Yikes! 
 So in class we talked about diabetes - its effects, 
and how to avoid Type 2 diabetes with exercise and

SPANISH/ESPAÑOL 
 
What a great year we are having.  It seems like 
Spanish is coming more and more easily to our 
students!  Each year I see the òlights come onó for 
student after student as they start to realize how 
much cumulative knowledge they have and the 
grammar begins to fall in place. 
 
Our Spanish classes are multifaceted, including 
whole class activities involving culture, history, and 
celebrations.  However, when we move into the 
actual study of the language, we divide into two 
groups: native speakers and novice speakers.  
Some of our students already speak Spanish, but 
have never been taught to read or write their 
own first language.  For their group, Spanish is an 
extension of literacy instruction, with Mrs. Vega 
giving them instruction in their own native 
tongue. 
 
In my group we learn basic vocabulary, with lis-
tening, speaking, reading and writing.  Learning a 
second language strengthens a childõs knowledge 
of their first language vocabulary and structure as 
skills transfer and connections are made.  
 
Most importantly, a language must be spoken to 
be retained.  Meaningful output is stored in long 
term memory, so help your child, by listening to 
them read and speak Spanish, pointing out labels 
and billboards written in Spanish and allowing 
them to teach you the things they have learned.
